In the unlikely event that BOTH teams are two players short there will be a
Bye v Bye in the fourth session. This should be left blank and the final score will
stand.

Players must keep the same player number throughout the match unless
substituted by a reserve.

No player can be put on the match sheet, unless present. If a player is called,
and does not appear he/she will lose that frame.
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
